ISO14000 & YOUR WORK AREA
Everyone impacts the environment; from the resources you use everyday to the waste produced by the simplest task…you have an impact.  Everyone needs to be aware of their environmental aspects and impacts (or potential impacts) in order to minimize their effect.  This handout is designed to raise your environmental awareness especially in the area of ISO14000 where we have implemented an Environmental Management System (EMS) and are seeking certification to the ISO140001 standard for EMS’s. 

An environmental “Aspect” is any element of an organization's activities, products, or services that can interact with the environment causing impact to the environment, whether adverse or beneficial.  All processes have environmental aspects…see the figure below for the aspects/impacts of office work.
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EXAMPLE OF PROCESS ASPECTS

A “Significant Aspect” is one which causes a significant impact.  Can you name some potential impacts of your work (either positive or negative)?

ENVIRONMENTAL POLICY

It is the Environmental Policy of the Naval Undersea Warfare Center Division, Keyport that we are committed to:

1. Conducting business in an environmentally responsible manner by integrating pollution prevention and resource conservation into our vision, mission, and core values. 

2. Ensuring our processes are in compliance with DoD, Navy, Federal, State, and local laws/regulations. 

3. Continually improving our workplace to reduce environmental risk and committing the resources necessary to achieve environmental compliance. 

4. Developing environmental procedures and goals based on significant environmental aspects and objectives. These aspects, objectives, and goals are communicated throughout the organization to enable their use as guidance for planning and operations.
5. Supporting environmental stewardship and improvement as an integral part of our mission through teamwork, commitment, and awareness.
Some Things to Remember about the Policy.

We do environmental planning and this planning is integrated into our business planning.

We want to be in compliance with environmental laws/regulations and reduce environmental risk.
We want to be good stewards of our lands.
We want to communicate our environmental planning to all employees who share responsibility as stakeholders in order to raise awareness.

OPERATIONAL CONTROL
Environmental “Operational Control” simply means knowing that there is a documented procedure controlling the environmental facets of your operation.  Directive KPT 5090-17-03 was developed to create a “Bridgework” that links existing environmental operating criteria to your work (for everyone at Keyport including contractors) and readily helps to identify associated roles and responsibilities.  You can find a link to KPT5090-17-03 “Environmental Operational Control Procedure” on the Keyport directives page, or on the Environmental webpage.

DOCUMENT CONTROL

Only the current version of relevant documents should be at your worksite; obsolete documents should be removed or clearly identified as “obsolete”.  If “uncontrolled” documents are used, they must first be compared with the master copy to verify that the revisions are the same.
